In this document, we describe the formatting requirements for extended abstract submissions to the IRAIS 2026 Annual Conference on Information Systems. Please review this document carefully before preparing your submission. Authors may use this document as a template and replace the placeholder text with their own content. Submissions must be prepared in English and submitted in PDF format.
Extended abstracts are limited to a maximum of two pages, including references. Complete research and research-in-progress submissions are both welcome. Please include the title, author information, submission track, keywords, extended abstract content, and references, if applicable. Pages should be formatted using US letter size, with 1-inch margins on all sides. The main text should be fully justified, not ragged on the right side.
The title of the extended abstract should be clear, concise, and properly capitalized. The title should be formatted in Georgia 20-point bold font. For normal body text, please use Georgia 10-point font or, if Georgia is unavailable, another proportional serif font such as Times New Roman. Section headings should be formatted in Georgia 13-point bold font and left justified.
The extended abstract should briefly present the research problem and motivation, research objective or question, method or approach, findings or expected findings, and contribution or implications. Authors are encouraged to write clearly and concisely so that reviewers and readers can understand the purpose, relevance, and value of the study.
Figures and tables may be included if they are necessary and fit within the two-page limit. They should be placed close to the relevant text. Captions should be formatted in Georgia 10-point bold font, numbered clearly, and placed beneath the figure or table. The words “Figure” and “Table” should be spelled out wherever they appear.
References, if included, should be listed alphabetically by author name at the end of the extended abstract and formatted according to APA 7th edition. References are included in the two-page limit.:
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
